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In recent years, English grammar has been treated unreasonably light because of

the popularity of “English conversation.” Moreover, some people claim that it is

because they study grammar that they cannot use English.

I wonder if this is true

Speaking from my own experience, studying grammar was most useful for me

to form my foundation of English. 1 believe that it is because I have studied

grammar that [ can now speak and listen to English as well as I can read and

write it.
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Grammar did not exist before language did. A language emerged first, and then

grammar was written down so that we can summarize and explain the language.

Nobody intended to confuse the language learners by making grammar complex.

Grammar explains linguistic facts clearly and reduces the effort of learning the

language.
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It is beyond question that memorizing difficult grammatical terms never

contributes to “English conversation,” but we definitely need systemic

grammatical knowledge in order to talk about something meaningful. Even in

conversation, it is grammatical knowledge that supports the ability to construct

sentences.
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
